Enquiry  

This terms enquiry is an Art theme. Throughout 
our enquiry sessions this term we are going to be 

answering the question, "Is nature beautiful?” 
Each week will we be building up our knowledge 

to answer our main question. 
 

This term we will be looking at: 
 

Week 1 - We will learn about the primary colours 
- red, blue and yellow, learning how to colour mix 

and how to make a colour lighter and darker. 
Week 2 - We will learn how to create different 
effects using crayons. We will experiment with 

leaf rubbings. 
Week 3- We will be creating some observation 

drawings. 
Week 4 - We will be learning the names of the 

four seasons and finding out how they are 
different. 

Week 5 - We will be looking at the work of a 
famous artist - David Hockney and will recreate 

his art work 'The arrival of spring.' 
Week 6 - We will learn how to care for a plant. 

We will plant Sunflower seeds and learn that they 
need water and sunlight to grow. 

Week 7 - We will be looking how actions affect the 
environment and will explore recycling. 

Week 8 - We will be going on a bug hunt and 
making bug hotels. 

Week 9 - We will be exploring woodland animals. 
We will be comparing animal features and their 

habitats. 
Week 10 - We will learn about the lifecycle of an 

animal and will explore how owls change. 
Week 11 and 12 - We will design and make a 

moving woodland animal.  
 

We will also be taking part in our weekly 
enrichment activities alongside Nursery and will 
be visiting Sutton Library again to develop our 

love of books. 

 

Reading  

It is essential that pupils 
are encouraged to read at 

home to develop their 
fluency, vocabulary and it 

will open many more 
doors to their learning. 
The children will bring 

home a decodable reading 
book for them to read to 

you at home. Please 
remember to write in their 
reading diaries each time 
you read together, as each 

time they read three or 
more times a week, they 
get a raffle ticket entered 

into a prize draw each half 
term. 

 

Each child has a login for 
the Numbots app. This is a 

fun way for children to 
develop their number sense 

and each week they can 
win certificates for the 

most correct answers and 
the most coins collected.
